OUR ACCOMPLISHMENTS
Together we accomplished a lot in 2009:

· Purchased 10 acres of neighboring land, nearly doubling the size of the campus.

· Recruited, for the second year, Brethren Volunteer Service worker Janice Miller, who served eight months.

· Rebuilt the brick wall of Breneman-Turner Mill, after removing the temporary steel bracing that held it up for four years.

· Started hosting school field trips by planning activities for public elementary children and home-schoolers.

· Completed restoration of the pre-Civil War wash house.

· Prepared a block-and-stone foundation for the rebuilding of the pioneer log house.

· Started two new events at Christmas—candlelight tours of campus and candlelight dinners in the Burkholder-Myers House. 

· Said goodbye to three people who left the Board of Directors at the end of the year—secretary Glenna Wampler, treasurer Terry Slaubaugh and Debbie Turner.

· Elected four new Board members—Kathleen Gardner, Dave Lineweaver, Mark Metzler Sawin and Nate Yoder.

· Received $224,468 in donations and other income in 2009 (a decline from the previous year)—of which $147,424 was for daily operations and the rest for capital projects like mill repair and land acquisition. 
· Set records for event income, annual memberships and fund-appeal responses (but failed to receive many of the larger gifts that we were accustomed to).  

· Closed the year with a record 1,989 visitors during 2009, for a total of nearly 6,000 since we opened to the public in 2006.
